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The play focuses on a small group of women whose lives are impacted by the larger events of the garment workers strike, and subsequent horrific fire at the Triangle Shirtwaist factory.  The relationship between the women uncloaks the influences of family, race, nationality, religion, social status and education.  Cast members are doubled for a compelling argument about social justice, race, political ideology and personal relationships.  Prestigious society matrons, socialists, college students, and suffragists wove an agenda then tear at the fabric, that bound them in America.  The play explores the friendships of the women. Heads bent together sewing, sharing stories and laughter moments when they caught each other’s eyes.
